County as required by Section 2279 of the Agricultural Code.

The gross value of agricultural products was $77,367,620, a decrease of
$5,919,280, as compared to the record year 1968. This decrease is re-
- flected in our two main crops, pears and tomatoes.

It must be emphasized that these figures show gross returns to the
economy of the county, but certainly do not reflect the net returns to
the growers.
